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SUMMARY
· The catalogue will probably only contain about 30% of the posts posted on HPfGU
· The level of detail which the posts are coded to will enable extremely sophisticated search functions

· Part of the catalogue could be launched before all the current posts are coded

· The technical design of the search routines and screen displays cannot begin until some legal issues are resolved
What is the HPfGU catalogue?
The catalogue is a project which sets out to classify all the current list posts plus the old Yahoo club posts against a detailed category list. Thus, at a minimum, it will be dealing with approximately 114 000 posts at the time of writing. Once established, it is hoped that it will carry on indefinitely, at least until after the publication of Book 7, and will become a major source of reference on all the ideas and theories discussed in this group.

The core of the project is the category list, which is organised into five sections, and currently contains some 570 sub-sections (excluding theory acronyms as listed in Inish Alley). The category list is summarised at the end of this paper, but it is worth highlighting one particular section here: the reject categories. Although every single post is being read and evaluated, currently 70% of posts are being rejected for one of a variety of reasons, ranging from being OT, saying nothing new, being Admin-related etc.
If it is possible to maintain this reject rate on the current 114 000 posts, the catalogue might actually end up containing approximately 35000 posts. (And pro rata as new posts continue to be added into the future). Thus, although the project is certainly ambitious in scope, it is not as large as might first appear.

The only caveat to this is that the reject statistic might change once we get to the point where the separate OT and movie groups were introduced by Admin. Once the posts are more concentrated and on-topic, more may end up being coded. On the other hand, the potential for new ideas also drops as time goes on, so we may be able to compensate by increasing the number coded to ‘adds nothing new’ or ‘FAQ’.

A second important point in relation to the projected size of the catalogue is that a second-stage edit is planned, where the 30% of posts which have survived being rejected in the first run-through will be reviewed category-by-category, and further culled, so that only the clearest and best are retained to reflect the range of ideas put forward in any particular area.

How does the coding mechanism work?
Cataloguing takes place on a relational database accessed via a website, all of which has been built, maintained and hosted by Paul Kippes. In essence, the technology allows us to view the original text of the posts one after the other, and tick off the relevant categories on our list according to how we interpret the subject matter. No one needs to write anything down, and the posts load reasonably fast. Cataloguers’ speeds vary, but it is possible to get through about 50 per hour or more sometimes (if the content is not very complex).
There is no limit to the number of categories which you can tick (if the post has not been rejected), and there is even a category ‘Just for a laugh’ to capture anything which cheered you up as you waded through labyrinthine threads.

As mentioned, the category list already has 570 sub-categories, and is constantly expanding and changing to cope with new content as we encounter it. This means the posts can be coded to a very high level of sophistication – they do not have to be crammed under a limited number of header codes, or lost within broad subject heads.
Coding to this level of detail means that very sophisticated searching will also be possible – see below.

How far have we got?
We began work on 18th April 2004, and at the time of writing, the cataloguing of the old Yahoo Club posts has been completed, plus approximately 5000 posts on the main list. There are currently 16 members of the cataloguing team, of which 7-8 are actively cataloguing at present.
Initially we were developing the catalogue with almost every post we tackled, and periodically we continue to restructure and add categories to reflect the increasing complexity of the theories we are encountering. We have also only recently begun to expand the team, so it is difficult to predict with certainty how fast a fully-functioning and experienced team of cataloguers might work.

At a very rough guess, we might aim to complete about 10 000 posts per month with 10 people working relatively regularly, so that would mean we had a least a year’s work ahead of us. That may be too conservative an estimate, however. It is actually not difficult to work much faster than this if people happen to have the time available. On the other hand, the time people can spend on the catalogue changes constantly. Obviously, it is a voluntary project…….
We are also still experimenting with the optimum size of the group. I would personally not wish to expand it hugely, because it is important that the team builds a shared agreement on how to tackle subjects encountered in the posts, and it becomes progressively more difficult for newcomers to get into that. On the other hand, we could probably recruit a few more to help. The key issue is to find people who actively enjoy the wild theorising that has taken place on the list (many really do not), but who are also analytical enough to code it up correctly. 
Developing the catalogue for member’s use
Despite the long-term nature of the project, theoretically it would be possible to launch it on the startled membership within a year. Although the team would always be lagging behind in coding up activity, provided that a substantial body of the earlier posts were completed and ready for display, the project would immediately be of great value to members, many of whom have no idea what treasures lie in the archives. I would suggest that even if the catalogue was launched with just the first 50000 posts on the main list (plus the club), it would be useful.
Launching early will also enable us to get instant feedback on how the members use the catalogue and change things that don’t work.
Therefore, I am keen to try and move forward and develop some of the screen designs and search routines which the members might eventually use.

The core idea

In essence, what I want to offer members is the full text of the original posts, organised in threads determined by our category coding. Just to make this doubly clear – yes, I am proposing to completely ignore the original Yahoo threading based on subject-head system, and  in effect, replace that with our own view on what the subject matter of the posts really are. I emphasise this apparently technical point because it may be relevant to the legal issues discussed later in this paper.

Thus, if someone were to click ‘Dumbledore’, they would find a very large number of posts coded to this character, sequenced in date/post order. This long string of posts should ideally be broken down into useful chunks to make accessing them a bit easier (maybe 40 posts at a time perhaps), thus:

Dumbledore


Posts XXX –XXX 


Posts XXX –XXX etc 

The XXX - XXX here could either be dates or the original post numbers. As long as it is some kind of logical sequence, it doesn’t matter. Dates would be better, however, as post numbers might make people think there was a complete sequence of numbers there, whereas, of course, it will only be our selected posts, albeit in numerical sequence. [The complete, original thread is unlikely ever to appear in full in our catalogue]. Another argument for using dates rather than post numbers is that this makes it easier to decide whether you want to read threads pre- or post- the publication of GOF and OOP etc.
Another particularly useful feature of this search technique is that posts related to certain important theories will also all appear in sequence. Thus, clicking ‘MAGIC DISHWASHER’ will reveal the hundreds of posts devoted to this (including TBAY). More on the treatment of named theories later in this paper.

I am also hoping that we will be able to offer advanced search facilities, whereby members can search on one or more of our categories together. For example, they could click on ‘Dumbledore’ + ‘Harry’, and the search result would return all those posts which had been coded to both those codes (ie, not a compilation of all the ones coded ‘DD’ plus all the ones coded ‘Harry’, but only the ones coded to both). As before, the search result might look like this:
Dumbledore + Harry

Posts XXX –XXX 


Posts XXX –XXX etc 
I don’t know the technical limits of this kind of advanced search, but with the number of categories we are coding to, it might be interesting to offer members the chance to search on 3-4 multiple criteria at once if they wanted to. It would allow a great deal of refinement in finding posts on a particular theme. Eg Voldemort+wand+Godric’s Hollow, or Lupin + Snape + Pettigrew + Marauders’ Map.
Earlier in the project discussions, there was a proposal to offer free-text searching, in addition to or instead of our codes. I am generally not in favour of this because I think it will give too many results to be useful. Eg, if you free searched on ‘Snape’, even in our selected group of posts, it would probably find over 50% of them, which is not very useful. By contrast, if we have coded to ‘Snape’ it is because the post is mainly focused on some aspect of Snape, rather than just mentioning him in passing within the context of something else. By searching on Snape plus other codes, you will track down what you are looking for far more easily.
As people might still like to explore the original Yahoo threading for themselves once they have found a post using our catalogue,  I suggest each post displayed as full text within the catalogue includes a hyperlink back to its original on the main list, to enable people to jump to the post they want without too much trouble. 
Search screen sequence
Here are some initial ideas on how the catalogue might be presented to members. I have not attempted any design elements, just focused on the content of the screens for now.
Screen 1 (bold blue underline indicates hyperlinks)
INTRODUCTORY BLURB

This is a new system designed to help HPfGU members defeat Yahoo!Mort and FIND THAT POST. It is also a cunning device to help improve posting quality, as nearly every topic you have ever thought of has almost certainly been discussed before, often repeatedly. No one has any objection to re-visiting themes, especially when new information becomes available, but by reading past opinions before you post, you will almost certainly improve the originality of your contribution.

The system is simple to use. There are four main sections of the catalogue - see lists below for subjects covered.

· Click on any of the topics and you will get a more detailed set of sub-topics. 

· Choose a sub-topic and you will get a list of relevant posts to that topic, grouped in date order
· Click on a group of posts and you will get the full text to read in sequence.
· Click here for advanced search to use multiple criteria to specify the posts you are looking for

Clicking on a group of posts takes them to the full original text of the posts, displayed in date sequence. To experience for yourselves how useful this is, please ask Paul to demonstrate using the current catalogue. We already have a feature which enables you to do this, which we are currently using to check that the posts have been coded to the right place. There is really no substitute for being able to read discussions from beginning to end in this way, without interruptions caused by jumping from hyperlink to hyperlink.
Legal issues to address
Before we can begin to work on and refine these initial search and display ideas, there are some difficult legal issues to resolve relating to the freedom we have to index old posts in the way I am proposing. I am not a lawyer and don’t know the answers, but the questions seem to me to be:

· Do the Yahoo terms and conditions signed by the HPfGU members allow us to index and re-display their posts in this way?

· Are there groups of posts which must be treated differently because different Yahoo terms applied ? Eg, the old Yahoo club (7815 posts), or members who joined prior to January 2001? What do we have to do differently ?
· Will it make a difference legally if the catalogue is made inaccessible to anyone other than current, bona fide HPfGU members ? (maybe protected by additional passwords)
· Will any group of members have to be approached individually to get their permission to re-use their posts in this way? Who will do this?

· What happens if any member refuses permission? Can their post be used anonymously?

· If a member refuses permission, and we cannot use their post, what happens if their post is quoted in another person’s post, who has given us permission to use their words? Can we blank out the text we don’t have permission to use?

· Do we need to display every element of the original post, eg its original subject line (which can be completely irrelevant), post number and author (both items useful)?

· For multiple posts (of the type frequently posted by Rita Prince Winston), is there any legal reason preventing us highlighting relevant parts of the posts when they appear in a subject sequence ? (In order to make it easier for the reader to find the part of the post relevant to the thread they are reading through).

Its worth remembering that we do have a wide discretion not to use certain posts. Ideas are repeated so often on the list that it is relatively easy to choose a different post to express a point, rather than one which might have problems attached to it because of an intransigent author.

However, for certain threads/theories, leaving out one or two individuals might be very difficult or confusing. In these instances, rather than lose the thread altogether, a better route may be to just provide the hyperlink to the original post, rather than show the full text, again, organised in a proper sequence. It will look a bit odd, but at least these posts will be searchable under the right codes, and the hyperlinks will appear in appropriate places. 
I would like to avoid this solution in all but the most extreme cases, however. The catalogue will not have anything like the same impact if it just becomes a string of numbers and hyperlinks. I am stressing this because I know it is one of the proposed technical solutions to avoid any legal problems. I think it would be a pity to allow a small number of dis-affected members/ex-members to influence the design and value of this resource in such a radical way. Better to leave out their posts altogether if it comes to it.
Other technical issues to address
· In the longer term, the catalogue will need its own server, one capable of handling the kind of traffic the main group receives without crashing.

· Who will maintain this?

· What will it cost? Is this catalogue actually something you could levy a fee for, just to cover these expenses?
· Design work – Paul may need some help.

The category list
To conclude, here is an edited summary of the current category list, so you can get a flavour of the level of detail which we are working to.
Inish Alley theory acronyms
To keep this list to a manageable length here, I have removed all the theory acronyms which currently appear on the live version. If you notice any discrepancies in the numbering system, this is the reason. The intention is that every theory which attracts a reasonable number of posts will appear as a heading in its own right under the relevant character/topic. Those that only ever lived for one or two posts will be folded into the general coding up process.

Please also note that TBAY-style posts will be coded up and treated just as any other post, to take their place alongside plain text posts in threads. The TBAY code in section 4 enables us to capture any posts which appear in this style, but without the TBAY suffix in the title.

FAQs
You will note this is treated as a reject category. The rejected posts are retrievable and readable in just the same way as the other posts, although I was not thinking of offering this part of the catalogue to members. People on the FAQ team could browse this section to remind themselves of potential topics if they wished. We are using the HB list as a guide as to what are generally considered FAQs.
